The College of Engineering and Computing enrolls
more international students than any other college,
with 373 international students enrolled. With seven
departments and more than forty programs, the College
of Engineering and Computing gives international
students many options from which to choose. The
success stories of international students in the College
are many, such as Sobhan Patnaik receiving the Roy G.
Post Foundation Scholarship Award for his research
on cracking of nuclear fuel pellets under transient
temperature conditions.

With more international investment than any other
state, the University of South Carolina’s international
students put UofSC at an advantage as new international
partnerships are forged. In addition, international CEC
students fill gaps within South Carolina’s economy: for
instance, Aruban student Ana Victoria Kock is one of
the undergraduate Aerospace Engineering’s program'’s
first four graduates.

feels prepared for whatever lies ahead, saying, ‘| feel
